Only women who self-identify as battered/formerly battered and are in financial need are eligible to apply for the scholarships. The scholarships are granted on an individual basis and not granted to an organization nor may they be transferred to another individual.

Scholarships cover the costs of registration fees only. If you are selected to receive a scholarship you will be responsible for financing your own transportation, accommodations, meals, and other expenses for the conference.

If you apply, but are not selected to receive a scholarship, you may register for the conference at the early registration rate regardless of when you apply for the scholarship provided you are a battered or formerly battered woman. Please do not send a registration form or a payment until after we receive your scholarship application.
