Erase your personal data prior to donating (if instructions are needed, see http://www.wirelessfoundation.org/CallToProtect/index.cfm).

Deactivate your phone service.
3.
Turn the phone off and leave the battery attached.
4.
Put the phone in any type of box.  You may also use a bag or envelope.  There is no limit to the amount of items you can ship at one time.
5.
Detach the pre-paid postage and affix it to the box/envelope.  Make sure any previous delivery address and bar codes are covered.
6.
Place the box/envelope in the mail.
