
·  21,965 domestic violence crimes were reported 
to Maryland law enforcement agencies in 2006.8 

�  4,572 of the reported crimes were 
aggravated assaults, which include the 
use of a firearm, knife, other dangerous 
weapons, hands or fists.8 

·  23,813 domestic violence cases were filed in 
Maryland in fiscal year 2006.9 

·  2,083 temporary orders for protection and 1,380 
final orders for protection were issued in 
Maryland between July 1, 2005 and June 30, 
2006.10 

·  29 women were killed as a result of domestic 
violence in Maryland from July 1, 2005 to June 
30, 2006.11 

·  13 children were killed as a result of domestic 
violence in Maryland from July 1, 2005 to June 
30, 2006.11

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STATEMENTS FROM SERVICE PROVIDERS 

�  One in every four women will experience domestic violence in 

her lifetime.1  One in 33 men have experienced an attempted or 
completed rape.2 

�  An estimated 1.3 million women are victims of physical assault by 
an intimate partner each year.3 

�  The majority (73%) of family violence victims are female. Females 

were 84% of spousal abuse victims and 86% of abuse victims at 
the hands of a boyfriend.4 

�  The cost of intimate partner violence exceeds $5.8 billion each 

year, $4.1 billion of which is for direct medical and mental health 
services.5 

�  Boys who witness domestic violence are twice as likely to abuse 
their own partners and children when they become adults.6
