
·  38% of New Hampshire homicides in 2005 were domestic 
violence related.9 

·  344 forcible rapes were reported in 2006.10 
·  In 2006, services were provided by member programs of the New 

Hampshire Coalition Against Domestic and Sexual Violence to:8 
� 10,074 victims of domestic violence served by domestic 

violence programs. 
� 3,587 victims of sexual assault served by sexual assault 

violence programs. 
� 656 victims housed in shelters. 
� 18,177 person-nights in shelters. 
� 1,041 people with physical or emotional disabilities who 

received services from crisis centers. 
� 1,365 children received services 

� 784 were victims of sexual violence 
� 307 stayed in a shelter 
� 518 received services for exposure to 

domestic violence.

·  Inadequate transportation is a particular barrier for 
rural residents and disabled persons who are victims 
of domestic violence.7 

·  Although only a small percentage of New Hampshire’s 
population is made up of immigrants, the lack of 
culturally and linguistically proficient services is 
potentially devastating to victims in this group, who are 
often isolated due to language barriers, lack of 
information, and lack of familiarity with medical and 
legal systems.7 
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STATEMENTS FROM SERVICE PROVIDERS 

�  One in every four women will experience domestic violence in 

her lifetime.1  One in 33 men have experienced an attempted or 
completed rape.2 

�  An estimated 1.3 million women are victims of physical assault by 
an intimate partner each year.3 

�  The majority (73%) of family violence victims are female. Females 

were 84% of spousal abuse victims and 86% of abuse victims at 
the hands of a boyfriend.4 

�  The cost of intimate partner violence exceeds $5.8 billion each 

year, $4.1 billion of which is for direct medical and mental health 
services.5 

�  Boys who witness domestic violence are twice as likely to abuse 
their own partners and children when they become adults.6 

“ A major challenge for rural programs like ours is a lack of 
transportation, making it hard for our clients as they try to move into 
self-sufficiency and violence-free living. It is especially difficult to 
provide services in a rural area because we have to spend more per 
client to provide services which takes up a lot of staff time and funding.”
