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We need your help to ensure the Violence Against Women Act is finalized before Congress
adjurns for the winter recess, which is scheduled to start in a few short weeks. Call your
Members of Congress TODAY and tell them to send a finalized version of VAWA to the
President before the winter recess. Although versions of the VAWA have been passed in both the




House and Senate, we still have to work to do in the conference process. Your Members need to
HEAR FROM YOU in order make reauthorization happen before the end of the year.

Sample Phone Script As one of the Senator's /Representative's constituents, I'm
calling to thank the Senator/Representative for all his/her work on the Violence Against Women
Act and encourage the Senator/Representative to continue to support VAWA reauthorization.
Although versions of VAWA have been passed in both the House and the Senate, it is crucial this
valuable piece remain a legislative priority. It is essential that VAWA be passed before the end of
the year and that a finalized version of the bill be sent to the President before the Congressional
Winter Recess. If VAWA is not reauthorized this year, offices and programs may have to lay off
workers and lives could be lost. VAWA is too important to not be reauthorized before the end of
the year. | urge the Senator/Representative to continue to support VAWA and ensure that this
critical piece of legislation is sent to the President immediately.

On September 28, the House of Representatives passed the Department of Justice
Reauthorization bill H.R. 3402 by a vote of 415-4. The Department of Justice bill contained many
DOJ VAWA provisions but did not include any non- judiciary provisions. A Manager’'s Amendment
was approved by 225-119 votes and included 10 amendments to the bill. Click HERE to view the
amendments. On October 4th, the Senate passed VAWA bill S. 1197 by unanimous consent. Now
that a version of the bill has been passed in both the House and Senate, the bills move to the
conference committee process where differences between the bills will be reconciled. NCADV is
closely monitoring this process and will keep the field updated with the latest developments.

Congressional staffers are working diligently to ensure that VAWA remains a legislative priority,
and we encourage all advocates to thank their Members of Congress and staff for all their hard
work on VAWA. |t is our hope to have a final bill signed by the President before the winter recess
which is scheduled to start in December.

NCADV would like to thank all the advocates for their hard work over the last few months on the
VAWA reauthorization effort. Your phone calls, letters, congressional visits, and community
activities are what is making this reauthorization possible. Your Members of Congress hear you!!!
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On November 3rd, Representative Rosa DelLauro (D-CT) introduced the Victims of Violence
Confidentiality Act, H.R. 4225, an amendment to the Help America Vote Act of 2002. The
proposed legislation would require states to keep confidential the address of any registered voter
who has a protective order protecting him/her from domestic violence, sexual assault, or stalking.




The legislation also applies to anyone who has an affidavit stating that he/she is a victim of one of
those crimes. The Act also keeps confidential the address of any registered voter, such as a son
or daughter, who is living with the victim.

Congresswoman Delauro learned during last year's election that many victims of violence fear
registering to vote because their abusers could locate them through voter rolls. "Victims of
violence have already experience trauma, and should not be further terrorized by the possibility
that their abuser can obtain contact information through voter rolls," said DelLauro. "States must
keep voter registration lists confidential so that the democratic process is not out of reach for
victims of violence."
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The Federal Housing Finance Reform Act, H.R. 1461, passed on October 26th by a vote of 331-
t0-90 with the Nonprofit Gag Provision intact. This provision disqualifies nonprofits from receiving
money from a new Affordable Housing Fund if they have engaged in voter registration,
nonpartisan voter participation activities, or lobbying. Organizations are prohibited from receiving
funding even if they use their own private funds to engage in the aforementioned activities.

As some Representatives pointed out during debate, this provision has dangerous implications.
Nonprofit organizations are currently permitted to use private funding to lobby and engage in non-
partisan election activities provided they do not use federal funding for such activities. The new
provision would force organizations to choose between receiving Affordable Housing Fund money
and participating in political activities. The bill excludes faith-based groups from receiving funds
under the Affordable Housing Fund because their “primary purpose” is not related to housing as
the bill requires. Furthermore, the bill adversely effects organizations involved in nonpartisan voter
participation activities, which represent underserved populations traditionally underrepresented in
government. The bill must still pass the Senate before the Nonprofit Gag Rule becomes law. To
find out more details about this provision visit the OMB Watch Resource Center.

On October 26, the Senate approved, by unanimous consent, resolution S. Res. 282 supporting
the goals and ideals of National Domestic Violence Awareness Month. The House approved a
similar resolution H. Con. Res. 209 on September 28. The resolution, sponsored by Senator Biden
(D-DE) commemorated the 11th anniversary of the passage of the Violence Against Women Act
and noted the Senate's recent passage of VAWA 2005, S. 1197. Among the findings in the
resolution declaring October 2005 as Domestic Violence Awareness Month were:

Sixty-four percent of women have reported being raped, physically assaulted, or stalked
by their current or former intimate partner;

Women who have been abused are much more likely to suffer from chronic pain,
diabetes, depression, unintended pregnancies, substance abuse, and sexually
transmitted infections, including HIV/AIDS;

Each year, about 342,000 pregnant women in the United States are battered by the men
in their lives, leading to pregnancy complications such as low- weight gain, anemia,
infections, and first and second trimester bleeding; and




The need to increase the public awareness and understanding of domestic violence and
the needs of battered women and their children continues to exist;

As part of Domestic Violence Awareness Month, NCADV was a proud co-sponsor of a children’s
art exhibit and reception to honor the late Senator Paul and Sheila Wellstone on October 19th.
The exhibit, in the Rotunda of the Russell Senate building, was organized by the Sheila Wellstone
Institute to carry on Sheila Wellstone’s tradition of Domestic Violence Awareness Month events.
On display was artwork created by child witnesses of domestic violence. The artwork was
provided by the Lighthouse of Wayne County, a domestic violence and sexual assault community
program in North Carolina. With over 100 guests in attendance, the reception following the exhibit
included remarks from Senate Minority Leader Patrick Leahy (D-VT), Sen. Hillary Clinton (D-NY),
Sen. Mark Dayton (D-MN), Sen. Mike DeWine (R-OH), Sen. Frank Lautenberg (D-NJ), Rep. Jim
Ramstad (R-MN), and Rep. Dave Reichert (R-WA). Speakers discussed fond memories of the
Wellstones as well as the importance of VAW A reauthorization.
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The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) recently released the results of a study
that identifies the healthcare costs and impact of domestic violence incidents. The studywas co-
authored by lleana Arias, Ph.D., director of CDC's National Center for Injury Prevention and
Control, and published in the journal Violence and Victims. The study found the health care costs
associated with each incident were $948 in cases where women were the victims and $387 in
cases where men were the victims. The study also found that domestic violence against women
results in more emergency room visits and inpatient hospitalizations, including greater use of
physician services than domestic violence where men are the victims. CDC researchers
determined healthcare costs by looking at mental health services; the use of medical services
such as emergency departments, inpatient hospitals, and physician services; and losses in
productivity such as time off from work, childcare or household duties because of injuries. The
average medical cost for women victimized by physical domestic violence was $483 compared to
$83 for men; mental health services costs for women was $207 compared to $80 for men; while
productivity losses were similar at $257 for women and $224 for men.
