
·  There were 187,811 incidents of family 
violence in 2005.9 

·  In Texas, there were 12,356 adults living 
in domestic violence shelters in 2006.9 

·  8,511 forcible rapes were reported  in 
2005.10  

·  There were 120 homicides as a result of 
domestic violence in 2006.11 

·  Of those 120 domestic violence 
homicides in Texas,  43% were 
committed by a spouse and 24% were 
committed by a dating partner.11 

·  Six children were killed in Texas as a 
result of domestic violence in 2006.11

·  Dating violence has become a problem among 
young Texans.  According to the Texas Council on 
Family Violence, more than 27% of young people 
have been victims of physical dating violence.  
However, if these figures included emotional and 
verbal abuse the percentage of those effected 
would rise to almost 50%.7   

·  Due to the cultural and linguistic diversity in 
Texas, domestic violence centers must be prepared 
to provide services to many diverse populations.8

�  One in every four women will experience domestic violence in 

her lifetime.1  One in 33 men have experienced an attempted or 
completed rape.2 

�  An estimated 1.3 million women are victims of physical assault by 
an intimate partner each year.3 

�  The majority (73%) of family violence victims are female. Females 

were 84% of spousal abuse victims and 86% of abuse victims at 
the hands of a boyfriend.4 

�  The cost of intimate partner violence exceeds $5.8 billion each 

year, $4.1 billion of which is for direct medical and mental health 
services.5 

�  Boys who witness domestic violence are twice as likely to abuse 
their own partners and children when they become adults.6 

“In 2005, 17% of Texans lived below the poverty level.  Over 40%  of 
working Texans are defined as “working poor” making less than  
200% of the poverty level.  These rates heighten the challenges to 
ensure victims’ economic security in order to prevent poverty.”
